Farmington Hills has come up with
at least a temporary solution to hous-

After four months of negotintions
with the Sistera of Mercy, the city has
obtained an agrosmeont on a two-year
extension of its lcass of the Mercy
Center at 11 Mile east of Middlebelt.
The city'had considered asking for a
longer Jeass — as much as six yeara
— and s also looking Into the possi-
bility of buying land and building its
own sonlor center.

“This will give us a greatly expand-
od area,” said City Manager Bill Cos-
tick. “And it gives us the possibility
of an extension.” )

The two-year lease will cost the city
$7 a square foot for spuce In the
52,169 area of the C Wing of the Mer-
cy Center.
