to pick up seniors’ tab

It's share and share alike. say
Farmington city officials. which is
why last week they rejected a request
from Novi to make a contribution to
Novi's senior citizens' program.

Nine City of Farmington residents
are registered with the Novi Center.
Novi’s rationale for requesting a $50
contribution from Farmington to pay
for utility costs.

However. 37 Novi residents partici-

* pate in the combined senior citizens’

program for Farmington and Farm-
ington Hills and.according to Farm-
ington officials. Novi has never been
billed for their tab.

* "“It has never been the policy of
Farmington to bill outside users. as
many local senior citizens have
friends who live in neighboring com-
munities and periodically attend our
center.” said City Mgr. Robert Dead-
man.

“We believe in the spirit of coopera-
tion and that the cities should allow
senior citizens to attend the senior pro-
grams irrespective of their residency
without backcharging the govern-
mental unit of residency.

“If the two cities were to bill Novi

for its residents for our out-of-pocket

 expenses. the bill would be §1.309.46.”
