Heart attack rescue
classes are taught

The Farmington Hills Parks and
Recreation Department. in conpera-
tion with the American Red Cross.

CPR is the vital lifessaving method
of mouth-to-mouth resuscitation and
external heart massage that forces
the heart to pump blood and prevent
the possibility of brain damage which
can occur in a matter of minutes.

Instruction includes lectures. demon-
strations. films and acteal practice.
Upon successful completion of the
course. a CPR certil ion card will

THE SEVEN-WEEK course in first
aid will teach students how to cope
with bleeding. shock. fractures. stop-
page of breathing. and other emergen-
cv situations.

The instruction includes lectures.

practice and films.

To enroll. participants musl be at
teast 13 years of age. or have com-

-pleted seventh grade.

A first-aid certification card will be
awarded upon completion of the
course.
