West Bloomfield Parks and Recrea-
tion is taking registrations for its
third annual three-mile September In-
vitational Cross Country Race. sched-
uled for Sunday.' Sept. 11.

The race is open to runners in all
age groups and from all geographic
areas. Trophies and medals will be
awarded in five categories for bays
and men and one for women.

This year's race will be gver an
“English style" measured course at
West Bloomfield’s Civic Center Site.
on the north side of Walnut Lake
Road just west of Green School and
one-hali mile west of Orchard Lake

ad.

Starting time will be at 10 a.m. with

check-in between 8:309:30. The race
will be held rain or shine. .

Advance registration will be accepl-
ed through 5 p.m.. Friday. Sept. 9, at
the West Bloomfield Parks and Recre-
ation office. 6485 W. Maple. for $3.

Entry blanks are availuble at the of-
fice and at West Bloomfield libraries
and township hall. They may be ob-
tained by mail from the parks office
by sending a slamped self-addressed
envelope.

LATE REGISTRATION will be ac-
cepted the morning of the race for a
$ fee.

Last year’s September three-mile
race drew more than 50 participants

from throughout the Detroit and subur-
ban area and from as far away as
Ann Arbor and Windsor.

“The Civic Center site is a great
place for a race.” said Maurice
Freed. race director. “It's untamed
terrain. In Englahd. cross country rac-
ing takes place over rough ground. up
and down hills. through woods. tall
grasses, over and around natural ob-
stacles like tree trunks. small
streams. ponds and the like.

“Running through an area like the
Civic Center site will be a lot more
challenging to the runner than a golf
course or a well beaten path such as
the course we have used in the past.”
Freed said

“We'll be marking this course well.
1t will be a mile and a half loop (to be
covered twice) through the 100-acre
site, it will generallv follow a mowed
path. but we will be giving the run-
ners a taste of the variety which
makes English slyle racing so inter-
esting.”

The September race will be the
fourth which Freed has directed for
West Bloomfield Parks and Recrea-
tion. A runner himself. he was a cross
country letterman at' North Farm-
ington High School and at Oakland
University. from which he eraduated
this year.

Last summer. as a member of the
Michigan Marathon team which

helped raise money for the Birming-
ham-hased Common Ground. he ran
70 miles in a long distance loop from
Pontiac to Charlevoix. Gaylord, Gray-
ling. Lansing and back.

He also participated in the 50-Mile
Copper Harbar Race.
