Chickens given special care

You possibly never have no-
ticed it, but the Rotarians take
great care in the manner in which
the chickens are placed on the
grill to start the long trip down
the grill.

You may not believe it. but
there are right-handed and left.
handed chicken legs and thighs
and great care must be taken that

_ the pieces do not get crossed.

Should a right-hand piece get
placed with the left-hand piece. it
would cause a hump on the grill
and the pieces would fall into the
fire when the grills are turned.

In an attempt to avoid such a

calamity, the chicken supplier is
instructed to keep the sides sepa-
rated on the delivery trucks.

If you take the.time to notice,
you'll see the boxes of chicken are
lined up on either side of the deliv-
ery truck. One side will be the
right-handed thighs and the other
side the left. And when new sup-
plies are needed for the grills
you'll notice that each grill is serv-
ed from one side at a time.

Oh yes, there are right-handed
and left-handed chickens—and
you'll find them at the Rotary bar-
becue.
