“A good winter coat” is at the top
of the wardrobe list for the wise
woman who wants to be warm this
year.

Many winter coats are discarded
after one or two seasons because they
are no longer “fashionable.””

When Bill Goldstein brought his
custom line of coats to Bonwit Teller
in the Somerset Mall, Troy, he
brought the answer to your winter
coat dilemma.

Calling it “the coat-coat,” he dem-
onstrated its timelessness, versatility
and warmth. There are no “fashion-
able detailings"—just the best quali-
ty full range of wool, cashmere and
camel hair woven together back-to-
back, with seams felled all around by
hand into two coats in one.

They are completely reversible,
changing face from a tweed to a solid,
or from camel hair to white wool, or
from black to brown, from pastels to

brights, and darks to lights.

The “coat-coat” not only changes
its face, but can be accessorized year
to year to give it the current *“fashion
look.”

To illustrate the point, we photo-
graphed two “coat-coats” and then
accessorized each for daytime and for
evening.

A camel face coat that may be
worn with or without its belt, does
daytime duty smartly with walking
shoes, a felt hat and tote bag. Then
reversed to its white face, worn with
a black suede sling pump and dressy
handbag, is ready for evening.

A brown cape takes a mohair
shawl, suede boots and envelope bag
for day and later reverses to evening
black, changes to a dressy shawl,
shoes and bag and is ready for an
evening out.

Bill Goldstein is chief officer of the
Louis Goldstein Co., which was
formed by his grandfather in New
Yok city in 1904. They have been
making the custom reversible coat for
25 years. It is a custom coat because

The coat
will then be made up in her measure-
ments.

They will, for example, make a
size six shoulder with a 12 body, or a
14 shoulder with a size cight body. §i
Sleeve lengths are made to measuc [
and proper length is determined. ¥
They also do custom size coats for
the woman who is five feet, four . -
inches and under.

Goldstein said his reversible coat,
which sells for $440, is guaranteed to
keep you warm at ten degrees below
zero. He said “buying our reversible
coat is an investment for the woman
who likes simple but elegant clothes.
We do our own thing” he added. “We
don't carc what Seventh Avenue
does, we do what our customer
