who persist in sucking
his thumb may be in-
dicative of a split be
tween his parents over
the method to use on the
habit, according to
Nunn.

One parent may want
to ignore it and the
other may want to take
some sort of action. Co-
operation between the
parents is essential to
helping them teach the
child not ot suck his
thumb.

Some youngster suck
their thumbs at night.
For these cases, Nunn
has ddveloped an alarm
device which is worn
like a wrist watch and
buzzes to warn the child
to take his thumb out of
his mouth. Three days

breaking routine and the
thumb stays out of the
mouth. according to
Nunn.
