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Tanguay Is Welcomed
As Man Who Listens

“A man who really lUstens
to women!"

This was the way Phillip
Tanguay impressed the 30 or
50 key Women meeting Wednes-
day in the first monthly get-
together of the reorganizedex-
ecutlve committee of the De-
troit Archdiocesan Council of
Catholic Women (DACCW),

As Cardinal Dearden’s new-
1y appolnted Delegate of the
Lalty, a ploneering position
without precedent, Tanguay has
been concentrating cn listening
and learning sinceassuming the
office July 1.

The former executive secre-
tary of the Livonia Chamber
of Commerce finds himself
drawing not only on his experi-
ences with businessmen,-- he
directed C of C operations in
the Finger Lakes reglon of New
York before coming to Livonta
elght years ago, but he uses
skills gained in extensive vol-
unteer work with his parish
church and with youth groups,

INTRODUCED as the “dele-
gate” and not the “vicar” for
the laity, Tanguay thanked Mrs,
Blanche Barber, president of
the 250,000-member women's
federation, for making the dis-
tnctlon clear,

“I've been mistakenly in-
troduced as the vicar for the
lalty and even the laymen’s
bishop,” remarked Tanguay.
“But with 2 wife and three
children, it seems 2 litile late,
or maybe a little early, for me
to put oo a Roman collar,”

His post fs that of one of
three personal representatives
of the Cardinal Archbishop, one
for each segment of the “people
of God,”" --as current Church
language defines the concept of
church, In contrast with an
{nstitutional concept,

“Besides belng an ombuds-
man, -- tha'ts a fancy Scan-
dinavian name for a person
avallable to any individual to
find a speedy solution to a
Imotty problem--I'm a kind of
conellfator and consultant and
communicator.

“Yes, It scares me too,”
Tanguay replied when one of
the women leaders questioned
any one person’s ability to
undertake such a huge job,

“But 1 won't try to do 1t
alone, The key Is to try to
become as knowledgeable as
possible about all you and other
knowledgeable people so that
together we can find some solu-
tlons to problems of people,”
he explained,

“MY ACCOUNTABILITY is
to the Cardlnal, of course, and to
lay groups, to individual lay
