Before using an oil on
wood, you should slways
test it ahead of time on a
scrap piece of the same
material. If you find that
the stain soaks in so
much that it gets too dark,
you can make it lighter
by wiping it off more quick-
Iy (or by wiping more
vigocouslyl. If this doesn’t
work, try thinning  the
stain with a little turpen-
tine. !f the stain soaks in
nevenly and comes out
blotchy, apply a thin coat
of penetrating wood seale
er first. This will par-
tially seal the wood and
lessen its  porosity S0
that the stain will not
sook in as deeply in the
softer spots.
