‘What organs are affecled when a fe-
male dog is spayed?

To spay a dog is to perform a com-
plete ovariohysterectomy—that is to
remove both wvaries and the entire
uterus down to the area of the cervix.
Not only does this procedure elimi-
nate the problem of the heat period,
but it also makes female dogs less
prone to tumors of the breast if the
surgery is done at less than one year
of age.

After the ‘hospitals
merged officially in May
1974, they began build-
ing a 313-bed acdition to
Harper’s new Webber
Memorial Building. dedi-
cated only two months
earlier.

The three-story addi-
tion, now finished,
makes possible the clos-
ing of the Central Unit
of Garce Hospital, lo-
cated adjacent to Har-
per on John R Street,
and the transfer of
patients from Grace Cen-
tral to Harper. The last
patients will leave
Grace Central this
month.
