Hawk title hopes
get double boost

Farmington Harrison's hopes for a
Western Six League basketball title
look brighter now after last Friday’s
action. Harrison defeated Northville,
79-65. while Plymouth Canton upset Li-
vonia Churchil 5247. Both Churchill
and Harrison have 5-1 WSL records.

Harrison used a balanced scoring at-
tack to defeat Northville. Three Hawk
starters finished in double figures
with Paul Butkunas taking team
honars with 22 points on 10 field goals
and two of five from the line. Larry
Pump added 18 points, Bryant Gil-
bert, 14 and Lou Vulaj, 11

Harrison jumped to an 18-13 lead
after the opening quarter, and then
upped the margin to six points (30-24)
at the intermission. Northville came
back to cutscore the Hawks, 21-18. in
the third quarter, but Harrison put it
away with a 3i-point final stanza.

“Tony Armada led Narthvilie with 22
points and John Horwath had 1.

Harrison shot 55 per cent from the
field (33 of 60) and went 13 of 24 from
the free throw line. Northville shot 43
per cent from the floor (23 of 54) and
dropped in 19 of 30 free throws.

Harrison plays next on Friday (Feb.
11) at Walled Lake Western. The WSL
game begins at 8 p.m
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Playing with a strong full-court
press and using its quickness, the Li-
vonia Franklin basketball team
Friday night demolished North Farm-
mgmn. 72-55.

“We finally seem to be getting
things together both on offense and de-
fense,” said Franklin coach Robert
Visser, who also thinks that from here
on, his team will play improved bas-
ketball.

In the first half, the Patriots pulled
away early from the Raiders by forc-
ing them to play Franklin's type of
game. A fuil-court press and quick
fast break gave the Patriots the mo-
mentum. At the intermission, Frank-

Action in the second half was a con-
tinuation of the first, as Franklin held
onto the ball and forced North Farm-
ington to come after it. Ken Scarpace
led Franklin in the half by hitting on
12 points in the third quarter alone. In
the fourth quarter. the Patriots em-
ptied their bench.
