Im
historic| times the sparks for kindling
the nee@fire were obtalned by twirling
a wooden peg around a wooden post.
A8 In the case of new fire, the need-
fire <ap almost ‘always accompanied
with the extinguishing of the fires of
the locglity, and ‘the neighbors alse
rekindled their fires from it as In the
new fife ceremony. In practice, the
people passed, or the herds were driv-
en thrdugh or between the flames of
the neejifire for purification. The need-
fire cugtom survived in the bighlands
of Scdtinol until recent date, and
probably traces of this superstitiom
still exist in parts of Europe.
