‘Cuckoo’s Nest’ to aid needy
in fight against red tape

Maggie Tyson is an
upper middle class resi-
dent of Bloomfield Hills.
Her husband. Ralph.
earns a more-than-aver-
age living as a
stockbroker.

The mother of four
sons, Mrs. Tyson could
busy herself with home
and family. bridge
games or high level
social and charitable
activilies. Instead.
almost 10 years ago she
tock a different route and
has dedicated herself to
the suffering poor of
Oakland County

She’s a founder of the
Friends of the Oakland
County Welfare Rights
Organization. It started
in 1969 and Mrs. Tyson
helped make it happen.

It's all because of a
haunting scene she wit-
nessed and never forgot.

“A community school
director took me on a
tour of housing in Pon-
tiac and I was appalled.”
she said. ! met a
woman who was seven
months pregnant with
several young children.

~The water had been

aut off weeks before and
the scene in that house
just turned my stomach.
The cockroaches far out-
numbered the children
‘They had been ill and the
mother was ill and it was
worse than anything you
could expect to see in the
poorest part of
Mississippi.”

¥ TRIED to call the
water department and
pay their bill for them
and the red tape was just
incredible.”

Mrs. Tyson began to
get an idea of the
obstacles the bureauc-
racy often places in the
path of the poor and
wnemployed. Just about
that time. she was
handed some literature
about the existing
national Welfare Rights
Organization and she
acted to form the Oak-
land County Welfare
Rights Organization.

That was 1963 and
today the problems con-
fronting the poor are just
as heart-rending and just
as frustrating, she said.

“The interesting thing
about Oakland County
and our welfare rights

poverty here.”" she
explained. "*You can find
people living in shacks
out in the countryside
needing bottled gas for
heat and unable to afford
even that.

“Despite the fact that
QOakland County is an
affluent area, there's a
great deal of poverty.
Many poor people come
here from other places to
look for work in the
plants in cities like
Pontiac.”

A Southfield woman
who is a member of the
Friends of the Qakland
County Welfare Organi-
zation with Mrs. Tyson.
Ethel Schwartz, also said
people on welfare and
ADC need to be organ-
ized and need support
from the community at
large.

Mrs. Schwartz is
employed by the UAW
and believes firmly that
even though she’s not on
public support, the poor
need her support.

“It's important to be
aware of their situation
and to help defend the
rights of people who are

clients of the social serv-
ice agencies.” she said.

BOTH Mrs. Tyson and
Mrs. Schwartz are
involved in a benefit play
which will be put on by
the Village Players of
Birmingham to aid the
Welfare Rights
Organization.

“1f we can sell all 275
lickets at $5 each, we can
realize about $1,000,”
Mrs. Tyson said.

The performance will
be a showing of “One
Flew Over the Cuckoo’s
Nest™ and is scheduled
for 8 p.m. on Thursday.
March 23, at the Village
Players, 752 Chestnut in
Birmingham.

Friends of the Oakland
County Welfare Rights
Organization such as
Mrs. Tyson and Mrs.
Schwartz are dedicated
to the ongoing struggle
for adequate income,
dignity. justice and
democrasy that face
poor people every day.

“We give financial sup-
port. attend meetings.
provide transportation
and serve as advocates
with the Department of

Social Services,”
Tyson said.

“There are friends in
every community in the
county. Our members
live in Farmington, Bir-
mingham. Southfield,
Pontiac. Rochester—just
everywhere.

“One of our problems
is that there's a stigma
about welfare, and when
people hear that word.
they tumn off. That's why
we’re so thrilled that one
of Birmingham's leading
theater groups are doing
this benefit.”

“It’s the first time. and
it's almost 10 years, that
anyone at all did a ben-
efit for us. We do get
support from churches
and civic groups in the
area.

MRS. TYSON

explained that in past’

years. welfare rights
groups were looked on as
near-subversives. She
added that the founder of
the national group. Dr.
George Wylie. a bio-
chemist, was “hounded
for years by the CIA."
~Dr. Wylie gave up his
entire career to unite
poor people.” she said.
