‘To get more from your gasoline budget,
AAA suggests the following guidelines for
plaming a motoring vacation:

eConsider a vacation spot in a large city
or a beach or mountain resort where you
won't have to use your car as much to get
around.

This
method, which AAA calls the ‘“‘radius

Flares are more effective for safety than
a car's hazard flashing lights if they are
positioned properly.

If the car is disabled arpind a curve so
that it is in a blind spot from traffic com-
ing either from the front or rear, place
