Tom cat spraying,js usually a behav-
ioral problem and not related to a
physical ailment. The only way to cor-
rect such behavior is to eliminaté the
cause. In this case your male pet is
marking his territory for sexual rea-
sons and neutering is the answer.

Some of the things that
tell you to get him the medical care he
needs are: D)oss of appetite, 2)being
very quiet and 'not wanting to play,
distomach upset shown by repeated
vomiting or loose bowel movements,
4iany unusual discharge from his
eyes, ears. or nose.

Dear Doctor,
We had a dog that died from dis-

temper two months ago. What pre-
cautions should we take before we get
another puppy?

Dear L.S.,

LS., Wayne

The virus that causes canine dis-
temper is a moderately resistant one.
After two months it would most likely
be gone from your home, but a few
precautions must be taken. Disinfect
any areas that were used by your pre-
vious pet with a viracidal disinfectant
and dispose of all of his bedding, toys,
collars, etc. Secondly, and most

rtantly, arrange to have your new
puppy vaccinated against distemper at
least seven to 10 days before bringing

home and be sure to get his entire
vaccination series just as his doctor
‘schedules. Don’t miss his yearly boost-
ers either, when he's grown up. Dis-
temper can strike a dog of any age if
they are not protected.

FORKIDS

If you have a PUDPY, You probably
notice how fast he is growing up. One
thing to remembr is to check his collar
every week or two—it will soon be too
small for him. You'll have to get a big-
ger one, so that it never is tight
enough to choke him.

Dr. Borosage, who conducts a class
on the future of the family, adds that

Looking 25-50 years in the future, the
MSU professor also predicts that the
family will flourish—but not the {aml]y
as we know it today.

“Men and women will still depend
on each other for support, and will
marry and have one or two children,”
she said.

HOWEVER, the energy crunch,
medical science. technology and
women's liberation will simply make
for different and expanded settings for
the family scene.

Basing her predictions on today's
trends in these areas. Dr. Borosage
