The latest in a rash of. vandalism
incidents in Churchill Commons sub-
division resulted in a B-B gun hole in
every window at the rear of Brandt’s
home at 25209- Arden Park. Vandals
also turned on his gas charcoal burner
and broke floodlights on his property,

"*What if someone spots a suspicious
person outside with a gun in hand?"* he
queries. In near darkness, a B-B gunis
difficult to distinguish from a lethal
weapon, he says.

BRANDT WENT to the subdivision's
homeowners group, many of whom
expressed surprise about the van-
dalism. Residents believe they’re indi-
vidual victims and aren’t aware of the
overall problem, Brandt says. And
he’s worried that the vandalism out-
break may end in a tragedy.
