Biddeér dumps Lahser road project

The winning bidder for a project to '

improve Lahser Road between 11 and,
13 Mile Roads in Southfield and Bever-
ly Hills has backed out.
For the privilege Stolaruk Corp. of
Southfield forfeited the $5,000 deposit

Is it. foolish or disloyal for a woman
to remarry. late in life? Should a wife
leave her job in order to stay home
with her retifed hushand? To what ex-
tent should adult children decide the
living arrangements for an elderly par-
ent?

These are some of the issues raised
in'an award-winning slide-tape pro-
duced by the Institute of Gerontology
at the University of Michigan. It was
named “Best of Category, Family Life"
in the 1979 National Council on Family
Relations Filmstrip Competitios.

The U-M entry, entitled “The Older
Woman: Issues,” is a series of four
short vignettes designed to stimulate
group discussion. They, portray famil-
iar situations involving family relation”
ships, living arrangements, widowhood,
sexuality and early retirement.

Intended for a wide range of audi-
ences including persons who work with
or for the elderly, adult children of ag-
ing parents, older people themselves
and the general public, the slide-tape is
designed to help viewers understand
and express their own feelings about
aging and the elderly — particularly
elderly women.

“Alternately portrayed as meddling
‘old bags’ or as the benignly knitting
‘universal grandmother,’ older women

" are subject to much misunderstanding

and stereotype,” the producers explain,

“STATISTICALLY, their situation
appears grim. Qutnumbering men ovér
65 by nearly three to two, they are like-
ly to be widowed and living alone.
i\lan]y exist on incomes below poverty
evel. =

“But"in a very positive sense, they
are survivors. Contrary to the popular
myth of loneliness and neglect, older
women often live near their grown
children and communicate with them
regularly.- Only 5 percent are institu-
tionalized.
