sl” or “missing link,” It is
the sole surviving member of
an ancfent group of plants in-
termediate on the evolutfonary
scale between ferns and coni-
fers, This hardy, disease re-
sistant tree has small fan-
shaped leaves which turn clear
yellow before they are shed in
the fall.

MRS, CAMERON'S favorite
tree is the tamarack, Although
1t grows in only a few lsolat-
ed bogs and swamps in this
area, ft is widely distributed
in both swamps and on dry up-
lands In the northern part of

the state,
This unusual conifer {snotan
evergreen. In autumn the

needles turn a rich golden lue
and then fall from the tree which
stands stark and bare all win-
ter, In spring tufts of new
needles push out, clothing the
branches in  bright tender
green.

Another favorite 1s the Ame-
lanchier or shadbush, which Is
called ‘Sugar Plum' in the
Upper Penninsula, This tree is
seen most often at the edges
of woodlands, and In Aprildain-
ty white flowers turn It Into an
ary cloud, The small red-
purple frults make excellent
felly -~ if the birds don't get
them first,

At this season the mountain
ash, laden with clusters of
bright berrles, are the most
colorful trees in the Cameron
yard, They have planted both
the European mountaln ash
(Sorbus aucuparta) and the na-
tive American mountaln ash
(Sorbus decora),

The latter s considered one
of the most beautifu native
trees In northern woods. The
European species has orange
fruts, but the American moun-
taln ash has bright red berries,

Both are quite acid, but are
eaten with relish by a con-
siderable number of birds,
Mrs, Cameron recalls an oc-
casion late last fall when 2
flock of robins descended on
the European mountain ash
tree, completely stripping 1t
of frutt In 10 minutes, They then
staggered around on the grass
thoroughly drunk,

PERHAPS the rarest tree
the Camerons are growing is
a small Amerlcan chestnut tree
(Castanea dentata), At one time
huge chestnuts 100 feet tall and
four to eight feet In diameter
were common {n eastern for-
ests, However Inthe early nine-
teen hundreds a fungus disease,
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tween Five Mwl: ané manlmlt

brought from the
orient, spread rapldly wlping
out these beautiful trees,

Now they are known only as
young trees sprouting {rom the
old stumps, These grownto15 or
20 feet in height and even some-
times produce a few nuts, but
eventually they, too, succumb
to the blight.
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Among the trees planted by
the Camerons for the beauty of
thelr spring flowers are the
Hopa flowering crab, (Malus
hopa), the redbud (Cercts Can-
adensls), Pauls scarlet haw-
thorn (Crataegus oxyacantha)
and the saucer magnolta,

THOSE planted for thelr dec-
orative follage include the cop-
per beech (Fagus sylvatica pur-
perea), the purple-leat plum
(Prunus pissandi rosea), the
Russfan olive (Elaegnus angus-
tifolla) and Schwedler's maple
(Acer platanoldes Schwedlert),
all of which have colored
follage.

The weeping cut-leaf birch
(Betula pendula gractlls) is a
