. Spartans top Livonia Churchill

Livonia Stevenson earns football playoff berth

If Russia ever decided to pour its
troops across the Caribbean from
‘Cuba, and were met by coach Jack
Reardon’s Livonia Stevenson gridders,
chances are they'd be blown clear to
Venezuela.

That's the way it looked Friday when
the Spartans demolished cross-town ri-
val Livonia Churchill, 37-7, to claim a
berth in the Class A state playoffs.

Coupled with Redford Union’s defeat
of Adrian, the win gives Stevenson a
ticket to Ypsilanti this weekend in the
quarterfinals.

It was a cyclone that hit jam-packed
Anders Field at Stevenson. It was the
defense, anchored by Cap Pethers, that
held Churchill to a grand total of 15
yards total offense. And it was Dave
Hall’s passing and runming and Rick
Arnold's game-breaking ability that
made the offense work.

Right from the start, one sensed that
the Spartans were hungry. They took
the opening kickoff on their own 24 and
marched for a touchdown in 12 plays.
Richard Parks took the honors with a
three-yard burst. Dave Hall's extra
point was blocked, as Stevenson hit on
only one-of-six extra point attempts.

Lightning struck often in the second
quarter. Three quick events turned out

on a punt at the Chargers’ six. On
fourth down, the Spartans were backed
up to the 14. Hall hit the speedy Arnold
on a look-in pass, Arnold made a great
fake at the five and dove into the end-
zone.

If Stevenson didn't score there, it
could have made for an entirely differ-
ent game.

Later, Stevenson again was on the
march. But this time a bolt of Churchill
lightning hit in the name of defensive

back Ron Schueneman. He took an

overthrown Hall pass and made a 45-
yard TD return. With the score 12-7, it
looked like a different game.

Until the ensuing kickoff, that is. Ar-
nold took the ball on his own 15 and ran
right up the middle for a schoos;record

85-yard touchdown refurn.

That took all the steam out of the
Chargers. The Spartans made the sec-
ond half look textbook-easy.

Don Hauck added a touchdown on a
10-yard run. Then Parks got another.
Pethers then added the final touch,
picking off a Bill Kelle: screen pass in
the Charger endzone for yet another
score.
