A study of the veterans who
entered coliege during the first
three years of the current GI
blll ndicates that while almost
half efrolled as freshmen, about
one 14 five enrolled for a mas-
ter’s or PhD degree,

Robert M. FitzGerald, Vi
regional office manager !n De-
troit, satd that more than halt
of the GI college students in-
dicated thetr field of study,

Of thls group 31% chose bus-
iness and commerce, 14.5% ed-
ucation, and 11% engineering.

Next in order are the life
sciences (agriculture, blologl-
cal, medical, and health), under
9%; technical courses, less than
8%; and soclal sclences, under
8%.

BUSINESS IS 2lso popular
among veterans who tratned n
schools below the college level,
Electrical and electronic trafn-
ing is another popular subect
among this group,
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In apprentice and other on-
job training under the GI bill,
structural courses are the most
popular,

training,

705 were in thelr 20s.
8.5 were over 35,

28% had completed at least
one year of college,

39% had one or more de-
pendents.

@ 99% were male.

SEMCOG OFFICIALS had
worked long and hard to induce
Livonia city officials to join,
although the Livonia School
Districl had been an early
supporter.

Particularly pleased was
Robert Farley. SEMCOG's
deputy executive director,
who personally met “four or
five times’ with council
members since 1967.

“We're delighted by the ac-
tion and addition of a city of
more than 100,000. It will be
encouraging to our organiza-
tion's other 106 members."
Farley said, “and will encour-
age some other large cities to
join.”

Among the large cities
which are still holdouts are
Westland. Dearborn, South-
field, Warren. Pontiac and St.
Clair Shores.

SEMCOG WAS stung earlier
this year by the withdraw! of

Troy, a northeastern Oakland
County suburb. That decision
seemed influenced more by
right-wing _politics, however.
than by SEMCOG's own activ-
ities.

Livonia's decision to join
takes away some of the Troy
sting.

What's in it for Livonia?

“It's a two-way street,”
said Farley. “We're not just
interested in Livonia's dues
money but in the input that its
city officials can provide for
the development of the region.

“LIVONIA NOW has an op-
portunity to participate in
shaping the destiny of the re-
gion in a number of policy
areas ~ water and sewer, de-
velopment of a tramsit system
in cooperation with SEMTA

SEMCOG membership will
vote on it sometime early in
1970. Those who aren't mem-
bers don't get to vote on the
regional plan.

Farley also cited a joint
purchasing program in western
Wayne County, a manpower
training program for city offi-
cials and para-professionals,
and possible joint use of data
processing equipment as other

SEMCOG also has a job
from the state - administering
Michigan's share of federal
money for public safety pro-
grams over a seven-county
area
