From
the productlon of erops fo thein har-
vest and preparation for sale, and
even thelr transportation to market,
the gpsoline englne facllitates the
Qusiness of farming., Traetors, gas
engines to run belt machinery and mo-
tortrucks are ensbling farmers to [n-
crense thelr operations.” It fg, there-
fore, good businegs on the part ot the
farmer to use them wheoever time, la-

| bor and costs can be reduced.

Though ‘the gas englne, whether the
statlonary type, tractor, truck or an-
tomoblle, 15 a great labor saver when
operated efflelently, ft i3 rlso at times
the cause of a grest labor waste.

Seeds which have been grown sod
caretully saved should be well Jabaled
and stored or all‘the previous labor
goes for nothing, -8ay experts of the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture. Cloth bags are the best contaln-
ers for large seeds, such as peas. beang
and corn. They shouldbe used also £0
larger uuunques of small seeds, bul
for smaller.lots paper envelopes, made
at home or purchased, .are fairly satis:
factory, but usually dre not gummed
s0 as to close completely, and.If han-
dled carelessly small seeds may sift
out of them.

Correct labeling la ot paramount fui-

rfance. . Every envelope or con-
tainer should show the kind and var!-
ety of seed, the date, ncluding month
and year when hervested, and the
place’ where grown. For the cloth
bags o siip of paper bearing all. this
lnformnuon should be Ingerted with
