VEGETABLES.

Even potatoes, the common fruit of
mather earth, are more often rulned
fn the cooklng, than
cooked and seyved as
fluffy delectable mashed
potato, or a snowy ball,
mealy nnd just properly

potatoes ar’e
new they  ‘should be
scraped, when too old to
scrape they shouid be
peeled very thinly, Every
eye and speck should
be thoroughly removed.

Old potatoes It peeled and left to
ctand In cold water for half a day
whi cook white and mealy, alinost as
well o8 1f new.

Potatoes when cooked In water
shonld be twell drafned, then shaken
over the heat to remove every bit of
molstufe. A wire bnsket 1s a con-
venlent receptacle to use for cooking
potatoes. Plunge! the potatnes in the
basket Into a kettle of bolllng water
and ‘cook untfl tender, then lift ont
the basket, remove the water and
place the potatees over the hent to
dry oot.
