To a Hopt a
feather is tantamount to a prayer,
and the use of one or two feathers In
his prayers is id sufficient to

intense religious
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When an Indian desires somethlng
urgently he wil tlé a feather to a
stick and conceal It'in a shrine which
he himself has constructed. Thls is
consigered extremely effieacious.

Smali, flaffy feathers dangling from
the cellings of huts by strings are
common sights, They represent pray-
ers for trifles. Indlans are always
careful to keep a stock of prayers or
feathers on hand, ko that they will
not be caught empty handed when an
occasion or prayer nrises.
