Sauted Venison Steaks,
Cumberiand Sauce, — Cut venlson
steaks into circular pieces und use the
trimmings for making stock. - Snute
the steaks in hot butter in a frying

pan and serve with

Cumberland Sauce.—Soak two ta-
hlespoonfuls of citron cut into short
matehlike pleces, two teblespoonfuls
of glaeed cherrles, one tablespoontul
of sultana ralsing, in orange julge for
several hours, Braln and cook the
frult ‘In a little frult julce, add one-
third of a cupful of currant jelly, and
as soon as the jelly Is élssolved add
one and onethird cupfuls of brown
sauce and two tablespoonfuls of
shredded almonds,

Venison Cutlets.—Clear nnd trim
slices of venison' cut from the loln.

Sprinkie with salt and pepper, brush
with melted butter and roll In soft
hread crumbs. Place on n hot brofler
and bpell five minutes or suute In but-
ter. Serve with a curraat Jelly sauce.
A roast or a saddle of venlson are pre-

pared ns one dees lamb or mutton and
served with currant sauce.

Roast Leg of Venlson—Lay a leg
of venison imr mlld vinegar with one-
fourth teaspoonful of ginger, one
sliced onlon, &lx cloves and ten pep-
percorns.
