“Creeps,” David Freeman's play
about young men in a cerebral palsy
rehabilitation center, will be presented
at 8 p.m. May 16-18 in the Studio 100
‘Theatre on the University of Detroit
campus. .

“Creeps” deals with the frustration
and anger of cerebral palsy victims
~ and their inability to reckon with the

rejection of the “normal” world. Hiding
out in the men’s bathroom, four men
present a picture of humanity that is
afflicted physically, not mentally, and
yet is discounted by the general world
as being “half human.”

It is ignorance and lack of under-
standing which creates this problem,
and “Creeps” is an attempt to clarify

the misconceptions.
