A 25 percent turnout is expected in
Oakland County for Tuesday's presi-
dential primary, Michigan's third.

Qakland County Clerk Lynn Allen es-
timated that 150,000 of the county’s
600,000 registered voters would go to
the polls in what is essentially a Repub-
lican contest.

The primary ‘will focus on the
Ronald Reagan-George Bush battle for
the majority of Michigan's 82 Republi-
can convention delegates.

. The predicted 150,000 turnout would
be considerably below the 228,900 turn-
out of 1972, the state's first presiden-
tial primary.

THE STATE Democratic Party last
week urged Democrats not to vote
Tuesday. .

The only issue at stake in the Demo-
cratic balloting is whether splinter can-
didate Lyndon LaRouche will qualify
for up to $170,000 in federal matching
campaign funds. To do so, LaRouche
must capture 20 percent of the Demo-
cratic vote Tuesday.

Because Democrats boycotted the

' open primary and selected their con-

vention delegates at closed party cau-
cuses last month, President Jimmy
Carter and U.S. Sen. Edward Kennedy
of Massachusetts removed their names
from the primary ballot.

Filling out the GOP ballot are US.
Rep. John Anderson, now running as an
independent; Harold Stassen, one-time
governor of Minnesota; and business-
man Benjamin Fernandez, of Califor-
nia.

Appearing on the Democratic ballot

will be California Gov. Edmund Brown,

who dropped out of the race in April,
and Lyndon H. LaRouche Jr., leader of
the US. Labor Party, which has be-
come a right-wing group over the
years. During the 1976 presidential
campaign, LaRouche predicted the
election of Jirnmy Carter would bring
the world to thermonuclear war by the
summer of 1977.

LaRouche’s organization has been

most active recently in pro-nuclear
.power and antl-drug campaigns./P

Voters are restricted to casting ballots
for either Republican or Democratic
candidates. Votes can’t be cast for
both. i

BOTH BUSH and Reagan have made
recent appearances in predominantly
Republican Qakland County. These
could lead to a larger turnout.

Besides the Republican race, special
millage referendums in six townships,
including Avon and two cities, includ-
ing Rochester, may add to the vote.

Republican precinct delegates will
also be elected Tuesday.

Allen said he didn't think Democrats
crossing over to the Republican side
would be “too much of a problem.”

One reason Democrats say they opt-
ed for closed caucuses this year was to
prevent Republican crossover voting,

The most notable crossover vote oc-
curred in 1972, when former Alabama
Gov. George Wallace won the state’s
Democratic primary. That year in Oak-
land County, 186,500 voted in the Dem-
ocratic primary while only 42,400
voted Republican.
