Hunter’s Ridge

A rezoning request to ex-
tend the existing Hunter’s Ridge
apartments tothe south prompt-
od a stormy debate at Tuesday
night's Farmington Township
Planning Commission which
ended only In an agreement to
hold a public hearing Oct, 24.

The present development, lo-
cated on the south side of 14
Mile Rd, and west of Orchard
Lake Rd., consists of five a-
partment  buildings, a club-
house and swimming pool,

Hunter's Ridge developers
have extendgd sewer and water
faciiities south towards Ravine
Drive and now wish to continue
apartment development in that
directlon,

The property !s zoned resi-
dentjal and abuts a single-fam-
ily nelghborhood south of Ra-
vine. Mel Rosenhaus, develop-
er, told the commission he is
willing to cooperate with thelr
earlier recuest and supply a
buffer of single-family tomes
along Ravine.

The buifer would consist of
11 single-family lots to sep-
arate the current residential
area from the proposed mul-
tiples,

THE DEBATE ranged from
what commitments were made
by the previous commission,
what Rosenhaus' future plans
were, and the problems of
blending residential and mul-
tiple areas,

Most of the debate, however,
centered on Rosenhaus® plans
to build a shopping center with-
in the Hunter's Ridge complex
at the southwest corner of Or-
chard Lake and 14 Mite Rd,

The 37 acres reserved for
the shopping center is present-
1y zoned multiple and some
commission members main-
tained Rosenhaus should not
request rezoning for the prop-
erty abuting Ravine Dr, when
he already had acreage prop-
erly zoned for multiples,

THE FIGHT was led by Com-
missioner David Stader who

argued tat Rosenhaus should
uge the property zoned mul~
tiple to the east of the present
spartments Instead of seeking
rezoning from residential to
extend the profect to the south,

Stader's objections centered
on the shopping center which
he said was originally present-
ed as a complex to serve resi-
dents of Hunter's Ridge,

Rosenhaus admitted it is be-
ing considered to build a Class
A retall center to serve the
entire area. He said expansion
of the Farmington ares, and
expansion of the Northwestern
Expressway, has stirred great-
er Interest among New York
retailers on the possibility of
locating a high-class fashlon
store in Hunter's Ridge,

Rosenhaus added he also has
contacted owners of top stores
in Birmingham who have ex-
pressed a strong interest to
locate in the proposed center,

He told commissioners num-
erous surveys have been drawn
to reinstate interest in thearea
and the interest Is growing
stronger all the time,

The concept, still on the
drawing board, could conceiv-
ably include an office center
complex along Orchard Lake
with the remaining portion of
the 37 acres used for the re-
tail center,
