“About 25 accidents a year occur at
this intersection, many of them usual-
Iy-severe collisions involving left-turn-
ing vehicles,” he said.

Since 1976, the couaty has planned to
widen the intersection, improve its de-
sign and add signals, but shortfalls of
federal and state funding have caused
indefinite delays, according to Vogt.

“The signals we will be putting np in
July will be temporary, until a proper
reconstruction project can be under-
taken,” he said.

The light will cost $8,731, funded
through the gas and weight tax.

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The signals will allow westbound
traffic on Grand River to proceed con-
stantly, which is the reason for banning
left turns onto Grand River at this lo-
cation. Impeding westbound through
traffic would only worsen an already-
difficult capacity problem, he said.

The signals will regulate all other
movements through the intersection:
left turns onto Ten Mile from Grand
River, right turns from Ten Mile onto
Grand River and eastbound through
