PBB, PCB: Here today, gone?

A researcher from the National In-
stitute of Environmental Health Sci-
ences said that PCB and PBB enter the
body more easily than they are re-
moved from it.

THE RESEARCHER summarized
the results of a study conducted at the
North Carolina-based institute, where a
series of PCBs — chlorobiphenyl, di-

However, we are concerried with how
long the substances stay in the body
and the long-term effects,” said Dr.
H.B. “Skip” Matthews.

Speaking at a two-day Michigan
State University workshop on enhanc-
ing the excretion of PBB, Matthews
pointed out that PCB and PBB have
similar chemical characteristics, in-
cluding insolubility in water. )

“Since animals' excretory systems
are based on water, compounds not
watersoluble will not be readily excret-
ed,” he said.

The researchers charted the chemi-
cal amounts in the animals’ muscle,
skin and fat and found that the “penta”
and “hexa” forms were much more
persistent, especially in the oily fat tis-
sue.

Less than 20 percent of the hexachlo-
robiphenyl dose would have been elimi-
nated during the animal’s lifetime,”
Matthews said, adding that 60-70 per-
cent of the dose was evident in the fat
tissue six weeks after ingestion. He at-
tributed the slower excretion of the two
PCB forms to a slightly different mo-

lecular structure.

In a similar study of PBB’s metabol-
ic capacity, the researchers found that,
like the PCBs, it was slowly excreted

" by the rats. Less than 10 percent of the
total dose was excreted during the ani-
mals’ lifetime.

THE MAJOR concentration of the
chemical was in fat tissue, with 70 per-
cent of the total dose still evident six
weeks after it had been administered,

He summarized the results of the
study by noting that x&nobiotics such as
PCB and PBB are concentrated in the
body’s cily parts because they can't be
excreted in water.

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Like father, like son

Children may go through a period of
political rebellion, but chances are
they'll end up adopting their partents’
ideology and party affiliation, says a
Michigan State University researcher.

Gaye Benson of MSU's political sci-
ence department, explained that when
both parents share a political ideology,
their children will generally follow suit
as they mature into adulthood.

Children whose income, education or
careers differ markedly from their
parents’ are more likely to develop po-
litical differences such as switching to
an independent party philosophy, Ben-
son noted. However, radical variance is
rare she added.

“Children have already developed
political awareness by the second
grade,” the researcher said. “They
know the name of the president, have
some understanding of laws and usual-
1y have adopted their parents’ party af-
filiation.”

Benson also indicated that the great-
est increase in political awareness oc-
curs somewhere hetween the late ele-
mentary and junior high school years.
“Civies classes should be offered earli-
er for this reason,” she suggested.

Benson feels that current civics
classes taught in high school have very
little effect on the majority of young-
sters. Those who are affected the most

are often disadvantaged children “who
see how the system's supposed to work,
and realize it's not working for them.”
This results in political mistrust and
cynicism, she added.

Benson suggested that children learn
more about political analysis. “Con-
sumer education allows children to an-
alyze product advertisements, so why
not extend this to political advertise-
ments,” she added.

She urged parents to increase their
political knowledge and interest and
encourage family discussions on poli-
tics. “Your children may argue and try
on different ideas, but they're still lis-
tening to you.” she concluded.
