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Here is some fascinating advice for
bowlers who suffer from sore thumbs
when the season opens: Use a potato to
shrink the swelling.

In a feature article in the latest issue
of the ABC magazine, two-time Bowler
of the Year Don Johnson recommends
placing your sore thumb in a potato for
various periods of time. In f.ct, he sug-
gests that the sore thumb inserted into
the potato should be wrapped and then
taped to your wrist until the soreness
leaves.

He offers the following tip: First, buy
a large Idaho potato. Second, take a
kaife and carve a hole in the potato,
then place a white sock over your hand.
Pull the sock over your potato and
hand, then secure it by tying it with a
string or taping it down.

¥ you want to be fancy, Don suggests
that you peel the potato and chop itin
to fine pieces. Place your thumb in the
finely chopped pieces and place a towel
around the hand and secure it firmly.

With this tip, Don also sounds a
warning: “Don’t keep your thumb in the
potato too long or it will shrivel up and
seem to disappear.”
