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Booklet may help clarify problems

‘There’s a new approach to decorat-
ing in today's world.

While it is still based on the funda-
mentals of creating comfortable, at-
tractive and convenient living spaces,
it delves a little deeper.

Tt recognizes the home as a living en-
vironment, a place that affects person-
al relationships. As a setting both for
doing things with others and for priva-
cy, the climate and surroundings of this
environment strongly influence the be-
‘havior of the people who live there.

To help people who want to create a
pleasing living environment, an in-
formative booklet has been produced
titled “A Welcome Home” by Sperry
and Hutchinson. It clarifies problems
confronting the creative but inexperi-
enced homemaker as well as those who
think they know it all.

Everyone can find useful tips in the
20 pages for dealing with a world in
which resources are becoming more
limited, materials more natural and
the need for creativity more important.

For instance, here’s some advice on
how to achieve an open, airy look with
a spacious feeling even in a small
room. Use furniture with simple lines

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and place it against the walls to leave
as much space as possible in the center
of the room. Don't overcrowd the room
with furniture.

SPACE CAN BE visually expanded
with mirrors. For example, hang one
on the long wall of a narrow room to
make it appear wider. Another trick is
to hang a mirror to reflect green,
growing things — a plant collection or
agarden.

To avoid a cluttered look, use acces-
sories and bric-a-brac sparsely. Rotate
accessories to change the look for the
next season. Beautiful objects need
space around thern to be fully appreci-
ated.

Everyone in the home needs to have
an area of territory no matter how
small, and something to say about how
it looks, what is kept there, and who
uses it. These are topics that are dis-
cussed in the book, “A Welcome
Home.”

A large room shared by two children
or teens can be divided into separate
areas, using a room divider such as a
large bamboo blind, louvered screens
or a wallpaper-covered panel. Divide
space visually with different but relat-
ed color schemes and let each occupant
have a voice in the selection of colors,
furnishings and accessories.

In a home where occupants read and
study a great deal, comfortable chairs
and good lighting are essential. To en-

sure confortable reading without eye
strain, set a table Jamp so that the low-
er edge of the shade is at eye level
when a person is seated.

IF POSSIBLE, it should be no more
than 20 inches away from the center of
the reading material. It may be on the
left or right. A floor lamp should be 40
to 49 inches from the floor to the lower
edge of the shade.

Deciding what to change or replace
to improve the environment in a home
that's already furnished is often diffi-

cult. List every piece of furniture un-
der consideration, then decide whether
it is to be kept as is, moved to another
area of the room, another part of the
house or to be removed altogether.

‘Where there are young people who
like to entertain, provide easy-to-move
seating with large, colorful pillows that
can be piled in & corner or on a small
bench when not in use.

You can create a media center with
cabinets to store slides, movie film,
projectors and tape recorders, televi-
sion and stereo.
