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Panel defines Middle East

Five different perspectives from abroad on the
key issues in the Middle East conflict are presented
in the latest edition of the “AEI Foreign Policy and
Defense Review,” published in April by the Ameri-
can Enterprise Institute for Public Policy Re-
search.

Key figures from Egypt, Jordan, Israel, the Sovi-
et Unlon and the Palestinians spell out the major
points of contentlon as they see them, cutline their
views of the steps leading to comprehensive peace
in the region and assess the role of the United
States in the process.

The five are: former Egyptian prime minister
Mostafa Khalil; Jordanian Minister of Information
Adnan Abu Odeh; Israeli Labour Party leader Shi-
mon Peres; Yvegeny M. Primakov, director of the

Moscow Institute of Oriental Studies and member
of the Soviet Academy of Science; and Isam A. Sar-
tawi, & member of the Paludnhn National Coun-

cll

Judith Kipper, a resident fellow at AEI and guest
editor for this issue, said in ber introduction that it
“was concelved as a forum to present perspectives
from abroad that have not always been clearly pre-
sented to the American public.”

“All too frequently, the Middle Eastern conflict
captures the attention of Americans as & result of
crises erupting in the region. These crises often add
as much confusion as enlightenment to an under-
mndlng of the complex problems in the area,” she .

Gift TVs ease burden
for patients on diaylsis

A recent Friends of University Hos-
pital gift of $10,000 — which paid for
12 color television sets and their instal-
lation — is making life more bearable
for patients who must undergo treat-
ment on artificlal kidney machines at
University Hospital in Ann Arbor.

Dialyzis (treatment for kidney prob-
lems) can be a grueling process, said
Dr. Richard Swartz, director of the hos-
pital's Hemodialysis Intensive Care
Unit. Patients must be immobilized in
bed for four hours a day, three days a
we;ek. .
