Competitors vied in Oakway contest

+ The young flutist looked very alone in the middle
of the chilly Madonna College gym as she finished
the first movement of a concerto.

Thirty feet of floor space separated her from the
three men hunched over the long table. In a corner
of the gym, a dozen friends, relatives and assorted
Oakway Symphony Orchestra personnel sat on cold,
hard, metal chairs and listened. The scene was less
impressive than a Sunday afternoon recital of first-
year students.

At the end of her performance, the tiny audience
gave brief, encouraging applause to the flutist and
her piano accompanist, and one of the three judges
said “tharik you.” But not until the end of the second
day would she and three dozen other performers
know how well they really had done.

DESPITE THE sparse audience and austere set-
ting, the soloists were giving it everything they had,
for the stakes were high.

They were competing in Oakway's Young Artists
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Solo Competition. Four would be winners of prizes
ranging from $500 to $1,000 and a chance to be
soloist with one of metropolitan Detroit's best com-
‘munity orchestras. N

They ranged in age from 11 to 25, with 10 still in
high school. Ten played flute, six violin, four cello,
three trumpet, three French horn, two clarinet, two
alto saxophone, and one each piccolo, oboe, trom-
bone, euphonium, viola, double bass, harp and per-
cussion.

Just as concerned were the three judges. Al-

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though their future careers weren't at stake, they
felt the burden of responsibility.

How do you rate performers when some are
playing Richard Strauss, some a familiar Lalo,
some a spare Vivaldi, one an unknown Artunian
opus?

How do you compare woodwinds to strings to
brass and the others?

What do you say to a kid who may be a whiz-bang
in the high school orchestra but was in over his
head with this group of competitors from seven
counties of southeastern Michigan?

“YOU HAVE to be a human being,” said Arno
Mariotti, former Detroit Symphony Orchestra first
oboist, now on the music faculty of the University
of Michigan. -

Mariotti tries to give a boost to those who don’t
win. “For a young person, {criticism) could be dev-
astating. You try to be encouraging,” he said.

No high school students were among this year’s
finalists, although high school students have been
winners in past years.

“We have a rating sheet, but I never use it,” said
Mariotti. “I listen for an overall impression. It's
like with meeting people — either you like some-
bedy or you don’t.” . .

James Tamburini, former first trimpet with
DSO and now on the University of Windsor faculty,
also doesn’t try to rate every performance on every
category — tone quality, intonation, breath control
or bowing, technique, rhythmic accuracy, dynam-
ics, tempo, stage presence and memory. He concen-
trates on three or four strong or weak points.

Felix Resiick, DSO violinist and conductor of
several orchestras, analyzes each in a little more
detail.

EACH SOLOIST plays from memory and must
provide the judges a copy of the score.

“It doesn’t matter what they play,” said Mariotti.
“It's how well they play it. They have 15 minutes.
They can do an entire movement or parts of all
three movements.”

Those performing pre-1750 works, which are
short, tended to do the entire concerto or sonata.
Those performing works of Romantic composers,
such as Dvorak or Brahms, had time for only a
single movement.

Some judges follow the score during the perform-
ance. Not Mariotti. “If you follow it, you may not
listen well. Better to listen and get an overall im-
