Keego overcomes adversity and opens with G film

Theater manager Michael Kapusniak
was ordered Monday to vacate Keego
A Theater premises for non-payment of
1$86,400 allegedly owed to owner Law-

the Schlussel family, and his wife, Eu-
genia, were fired last week by Schlus-
sel when Kapusniak announced he was
reinstating family movies at the the-
ater. Located on Orchard Lake Road in
Keego Harbor, the theater previously
featured adult films as the Keego Cine-
ma and Love Boutique.

Kapusniak said he wasn't certain
what the $86,400 represented. He spee-
ulated it could be for debts incurred by
the theater or lease payments, although
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he never made any lease payments in
the past.

Schlussel handled all the bills using 2
stamp with Kapusniak's name, Ka-
pusniak said.

Schlussel, a West Bloomfield resi-
dent, consistently has maintained the
distinction that he owns the theater,
leasing it to a company which showed
adult films.

“THE WHOLE corporation is a
farce,” Kapusniak said Monday. “He
can't fire me because he would have to
take my namie off his corporation. He is
the sole owner. He has always paid the
bills.”

Citizens Opposing Pornography
(COP), a group which has worked ac-
tively to keep attendance down at the
theater, backs Kapusniak, promising
help in filling the theater once general
films are reinstated.
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Kapusniak managed the Mel The-
ater, an adult theater in Melvindale
owned by the Schiussel family, before
taking on the Keego post. His wife re-
placed him as Mel manager.

When Schlussel purchased the Keego
in late 1980, he leased it to the Keego
Theater Co., a Delaware corporation,
in which Kapusniak was the listed
head.

General films were shown, as the-
ater attorneys fought and won the fed-
eral court battle to bring adult films to
the small city, which has.a population
of 3,000 on 300 acres.

The 6th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals
struck down a city ordinance outlawing
adult theaters on the basis that it de-
nied First Amendment rights.

Adult films were shown three nights
a week at first. In early November, the
theater changed over to all adult films.

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THE KEEGO Theater resumed
shawing general films Friday, report-
edly playing to 300 movie-goers over
the weekend.

“With no advertisement, I'd say it
was pretty good," Mrs. Kapusniak said
following the weekend tabulation.
“That's'more than we'd get for a whole
‘month of porno.”

But she was less enthusiastic after
Monday night's tiny. audience of six

persons.
“If we didn't accomplish anything

else, he'll have a hard time bringing the
porno back,” she said.

Kapusniak reported receiving $450
per week and “the best Blue Cross you
can buy” as theater manager. Now, if
he is allowed to operate the theater, he
said he is fully dependent on the re-
ceipts to earn a living and meet his
lease obligations.

Optimistically, he purchased a_few
popcorn machine Monday. |

“If it goes in our favor, which we
hope it will, we'll let the kids in for
free,” he promised, and reduce the $2
price to 50 cents for senior citizens.
