Think of Howard Hawks, and his ma-
cho-man films probably come to mind
first - “Scarface,” “The Big Sleep,”
“Red River” and “Rio Bravo” among
them. Women had little place in these
films, unless it was to bat their baby
blues at the leading man as Lauren Ba-
call did for Humphrey Bogart in both
“The Big Sleep” and “To Have and
Have Not.”” Joanne Dru's characteriza-
tion of a frontier woman in “Red Riv-
er” is one of the most preposterously
conceived roles for a woman in film
history. Yet Hawks' women from his
comedy films are viewed today as in-
dependent-minded forerunners of the
women's liberation movement. How
can this be?

Consider “His Girl Friday,” which
stars Rosalind Russell as a self-reliant
reporter, and Cary Grant as her boss.
Grant can't get the job done without
the help of Russell, who proves that she
can out-report and out-write any of her
‘male competitors. But “Friday” is a re-
make of Hecht and MacArthur's “The
Front Page,” which was written for

two men and originally starred Pat
O'Brien and Adolph Menjou. Russell’s
self-reliance actually stems from a
machisma initially built into 2 man’s
role. '

In “Bringing Up Baby," the trad}-

. tional male-female roles are simply ré-

versed. Katherine Hepburn's strong-
willed socialite isn't so liberated as she
is emasculating, and Cary Grant's
bookish professor is offensively effem}-
nate, which, in effect, translates as an
insult to the traditional woman he rep-
resents. Hawks certainly deserves the
Jabel macho filmmaker more than that
of women's director, not that that hds
anything to do with the undeniable
charm of his comedies or the pungency
of his dramatic efforts. Hawks may not
have cared an iota for women's libef-
ation, but he knew how to make
movies.Rating: $3. :
