Neighbors complain
as owner explains
about problems

Boot the rowdies out of the Boot-
legger's Bar parking lot, two dozen res-
idents living near the business told the
Farmington police chief and eity coun-
cil Tuesday night.

Bar owner Joseph Ascione, 43, of
Livonia says he's hired six security to
patrol inside and outside the bar on
Tuesdays, Fridays and Saturdays —
the bar’s busiest nights. But Ascione
says he can’t be responsible for the be-
havior of bar patrons once they leave
the parking lot.

“How do you expect me to stop their
children — because that’s who they are
— after they leave the bar?” Ascione
asks.

Homeowners living on Brookdale
and Powers, streets presented ecity
council with a petition signed by 80
persons claiming that many problems
are taking place in the bar's parking
Tot, contrary to what Ascione says.

“The conditions that exist are: use of
drugs, consuming of alcoholic bever-
ages in the parking lot, trespassing
onto neighboring yards, loitering,
shouting obscenities, loud musie, cis-
tomers urinating in the parking lot, fist
fights, squealing wheels and honking of
horns, use of firecrackers, illegal right
hand turns out of the parking lot, pa-
trons blocking driveways on Brookdale,
excessive on-street parking and gar-
bage dumpster left open.”
