Win league title

Angels capture Challenge Cup

The Farmington Angels girl's soccer team added
another mark to its list of accomplishments in
1982. It captured the Michigan Challenge Cup with
a 3-1 win over West Bloomfield Monday night.

Along with the Michigan Challenge Cup, the An-
gels won the league title (for the third consecutive
year) with & 10-1 record, traveled to Cleveland and
won the regional championship and reached the
semi-finals in the Robbie Tournament played in To-
ronto, Canada.
