NEW RULES — The Michigan High
School Athletic Association (MHSAA)
has bowed to heavy criticism from
public-school officials and done some-
thing about alleged recruiting of prep
athletes. A new rule bans a transfer
student from participating in sports for
one semester.

New rudes, but same old problems.
A lawsuit, filed by Peter Taucher of
Troy, claims the MHSAA-imposed
controls are unconstitutional.
Taucher is particularly interested
in overturning the transfer rule, @
sanction limiting the number of
hockey games a team can play, and
a restriction banning travel of more
than 300 miles to games.
