ral mother stood face to face, speech.

tme in 38 years.

When at last Mary Norru and her
daughter embraced, a torrent of tears
began to flow.

"] had been primed to be rejected. So
many pecple who find thelr real par-
ents have the phone slammed In their
ear or a door slammed Lo thelr face,”
sald Nutt, who lives in Novi with her
husband, Dave, and four children.

‘It was such a shock, nelther of us
-could tatk, We just stared at each other
and erled.”

Throughout the tearful reunion, Joan
Curley — Nutt’s mother through adop-
tion — sat alone Ig the motel room,
fecling happy. sad and a llttle left out.

Since the day in 1944 when Curley
took ber newly adopted daughter from
Norris' arms at Detrolt’s Florence Crit-
tenton Hospltal, she had bullt a mother-
daughter bond that was weakenlng be-
fore her eyes,

ra her natural mother was dead. He
didn't want to lose her,” sald Curley of
Emmett, Mich,

In hopes of ﬂndlng helpful records,
the two travelled to Norris' homestate
©f Ohlo, They left the Columbus city-
county bullding downhearted and emp-
ty-handed,

“We contacted a Cleveland Reunite
group, and even they sald they coulda't
belp us,” sald Nutt.

“But our problem apparently came
up during one of their meetings, be-
cause Kathy Adams, one of their
staffers, wld us she heard about us and
decided she'd see what she could do.”

Adams hit upon Nutt's uncle, Hup-
gman -born Joseph Juhasz, while pag-

ing through a phone book last August.
‘That find led ber to Norrls, whom Nutt
was pervously calling shortly after-
wards,
