County Committee Backs
3 Programs For Youth

The

Wayne County
ers are seeking federal funds
to cover 60% of the cost of
three youth programs recently
approved by the board’s law
enforcement committee.

Whether the programs will
be implemented depends on
whether the county can get
$411,000 under the federal Safe
Streets Act. The balance would
come from local private and
public scources — notably the
county itseif and New Detroit,
Inc.

The programs are (1) a resi-
dential rehabilitation center
for youthful offenders; (2) a
county-wide school program on
delinquency and drug abuse;
and (3) a series of “*Voice of
Youth™ forums.

““MOST CRIME IS commit-
ted by juveniles and* young
adults, so programs such as
these ghree get right to the
roots of the problem,” said
Commissioner Ralph Patrick
Turco of Westland (D-District
25), law enforcement and pub-
lic safety chairman. Imple-
mentation of the progrants
hinges or"seceipt of federal
funds.

The three ,proposals iwere .

prepared py the Wayne
County Coordinating Commit-
tee on Crime Controt and Pre-
vention. an umbrella body
representing some 20 agencies
in Detroit and Greater Wayne
County.

aged 17 to 23, and would be
operated by the Young Men's
Ghristian Association of Metro-
politan Detroit.
