the Rev. Ralph Rideout. Rap
Line administrator. said of
Farmington residents:

A PROPOSED BUDGET of
$40.000 for expanded services
by Rap Line has been outlined
to all local civie officials.

The cost would cover serv-
ices of two professional staff
persons for Rap Line, seere-
tarial help and greater tele-
phone services. A facility to
house the operation would be
donated.

Negotiations are now under-
way with a local church for
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space for Rap Line, which will
be expanded with additional
telephones to service a wider
segment of the local popula-
tion. This space would also
serve as a drop-in center for
Farmington young persons.

RIDEOUT SAYS more en-
counter groups are proposed in
which six to eight youth would
gather with trained profes-
sional leadership to verbalize
their {rustrations in growing
up in a complex society.

According to Rideout, one

reached a point where the
young persons taking part
could guide and direct each
other in a responsible manner
by daily communication.

. established, guided by two
ministers who are trained in .

guidance and counseling.

RAP LINE HAS also had an
educational thrust. Eleven Rap
Liners recently spent two days
at Farmington Junior High
where they assumed full re-
sponsibility for all science

by teachers, administrators.
Rap Line counselors and stu-
dents was highly positive
Hopes are to carry the pro-
gram to all other area junior
highs.

Group Receives
Road Answers

FARMINGTON

A member of the Oakiand
County highway department
predicts that by the year 2030
A.D. Farmington Township
“just might™" have good local
roads.

Speaking at a meeting of the
Farmington Township Road
and Civic Association. David
Haase. county director of
maintenance for gravel roads,
said:

“Fach yvear, three to four
miles of gravel road are being
converted to pavement - by
the year 2030, we just might
get rid of all gravel roads.”

DRAINAGE, Hasse conced-
ed. is a big part of the problem
with the township's bad road
situation

He said, *“This township has
drainage problems I wouldn't
wish on anybody. Nobody is
going to solve the drainage
problem.

‘We ithe county highway
departmént) are prohibited by
law from going in and doing
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sole drainage work. And even
it we were allowed by law to
do it. with the kind of money
we're getting. we can't do it."

Hasse said that the county
collects §1.3 million in gas and
weight taxes for all local roads
in Oakland County. Of this,
Farmington Township receives
a slice of slightly over
$§149.000.

Hasse's arithmetic averaged
this out at $750 per mile per
year for local road mainte-
nance, with one-third of this
allotted for winter mainte-
nance.

The remainder.” he said.
“goes for what T call "trying 10
take the curse out of local
roads.” As far as looking for-
ward to better maintenance on
gravel roads. I just hope we
can keep what we've got to-
day.”

PROPER maintenance of a
gravel road traveled by 200
cars a day, the director said,
would be grading every two
weeks at a cost of $191 for 10
miles.

Hasse held out some hope
that cityhood for the township
might solve the road problem
because cities get a greater
percentage of state gas and
weight taxes.
