School chief’s evaluation raises huff

In a first-time effort to detall admin.
istrative shortcomings, the Walled
Lake Board of Education told Supertn-
tendent Don Sheldon his poor annual
evaluation was because of Insufficient
control over the district's “middle maz.
. .

“What we're really talking about
here is command,” said Trustee Merlin
Reeds at a recent study sesslon at the
Plymouth Hilton Hotel.

The elght-hour meeting, which, ac-
cordlng to Bourd President Mario Toz-

- o, was held out-of-district to allow

board members a “change of scene,”
was called (o review both the board’s

The board expressed deep concern
for the diatrict’s busipess and finances,
where It rated Sheldon’s performance
about 2.8 (between poor and falr) on a
scale of five.

“What bas happened is not an evalua-
{ion of the superintendent In relation to
the board on this item, but an evalua-
tlon of the superintendent because he
hired a given individual,” Sheldon said,
in discussing the board'a eriticlsm of
Assistant Superintendent for Business
Russell Wright.

‘WRIGHT WAS HIRED In January to
replace Harry Carlson who retired last

of the sup and its
awn self-evaluation.

BOTH EVALUATIONS were com-
pleted individuzlly by board members,
then complled onto one form for pres-
entation to the public. Those areas that
averaged low ratings, or that were
rated very high by some board mem-
bers and very low by others, were re-
viewed and explalned.

'WE AREN'T INTERESTED in po-
tentlal,” sald Trustee Bonnie Venzke,
“The reason this Is reflected on your
evaluation s bocause you hired him,”

“The evaluatlon of the person dolng
that job is golng to reflect on you,” re-
lterated Trustee Kenneth Tucker,

“This has affected me, personally
and professionally, more than any one
of you realizes,” Sheldon sald, *It's
golng to be something with which I will
live for a long time . . , If I'm to be
evaluated for every individual in the
district, I don't think I'd ever get a
good evaluation,*

“This Is the crux of the problem,”
sald Trustee Robert Cooper, “We do not
evaluate anyone else in the district. T
am unbappy about this whole financial
(department). Something hes to be
done. Some heads may kave to roll, but
something has to change.”
