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Gaillardias Bloom
All Summer Long

Gaillardias are known for
the profusion of flowers they
produce and for the tength of
time over which they continue
to blaom. Al summer long’
is 0ot an idle phrase when ap-
plied to these plants

There are both annual and
perennial gaillardias. both
equally easy o grow from
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seeds sown where the plants
are to bloom.

Galllardias prefer light, open
soil and must have both sun-
light and air. With these condl-
tions met, they'll provide you
with a constant show of blos-
soms for cutting or to make
your garden gay.

Single-flowered  gaillardias
have just one row of petals but
double ones are rounded heads
filled with petals and are gen-
erally more popular with gar-
deners.

While gaiilardia flowers
normally are 2%z to three
inches across. those of some
tetraploid varieties are four
inches in diameter.

Flower colors are various
shades of yellow to orange and
a series of off-reds: brick.
claret and “'smoky.” They
combine well with most other
flower colors - another point

Taylor emphasizes the easy

Rings of dead grass and
lawn areas speckled with white
powdery material are indica-
tions of two lawn diseases that
plagued Michigan iawns last
vear,

The circles of dead grass,
usually ranging in size from
six to 18 inches, are probably
caused by fusarium blight, a
fungus disease that can take a

‘The areas that look like they
have been sprinkled with flour
or lime or some other white
powdery substance are suffer-
ing from powdery mildew. I
usually occurs in damp,
ed, bluegrass lawns.
btuegrass is the most suscepti-
ble.

“There is nu chemical guar-
anteed o controb fusarium
blight,” says David Martin.
Michigan State University
wrfgrass specialist. “Chemical
contral of powdery mildew is
impractical because it requires
applications every seven 1o 10
days. But home owners can
correct both problems with
proper management tech-
niques.”

Severe cases of fusarum
blight will require resodding or
reseeding between Aug. 15 to
Sept. 1 in southern Michigan
and Aug. 10 to Aug. 25 in north-
ern Michigan. Less severe

some root trimming before
repotting.

Taglor recommends moving
house plants outside after
Memorial Day and bringing
them back indoors around
Labor Day. “House plants
can’t stand a threat of frost.”
he savs

THE ONLY OTHER threat
1o house plants in the out-of-
doors is water. If you choose
not to bury the pot. be sure to
water the plant often  Most
house plants have a great
amount of leaf in proportion to
the root svstem. Taslor ex-
plains. This means they use a
1ot of watel

Tavlor recommends the out-
door vacation for evervihing
from cactus to begonias and
philodendron. The notable ex-
ception is African violets. But
any real African violet fan

cases - where dead areas-are
only about the size of your
hand - will recover when the
grass begins to revive again
under good growing conditions.
“FUSARIUM blight can
usually be minimized by not
allowing the lawn to be under
stress,” explains Martin. “in
other words, the lawn should
be adequately watered and
fertilized with nitrogen.

“At this time of the year,
you should put on water insola-
ble forms of nitrogen, During
early September and the
spring months, any form of
nitrogen will help the lawn to
thrive and resist blight,”

Powdery mildew can cause
extensive thinning of blue-
grass. particularly Merion. If
it has been heavily thinned,
Martin recommends reseeding
the area with Pennlawn red
fescue in late August. This can
be done by vigorously raking
the area, loosening the soil,
removing the dead grass, seed-
ing and firming the seed into
the soil

Red fescue is not suscepti-
ble to the disease and will
provide a long term preven-
tion of the disease,’”” comments
Martin. “The mixture of fes-
cue and bluegrass will_give
vou a nice looking lawn that is
much more disease resistant.”
