This judgment is based on
labeling Frankel as a liberal
and Mrs. Smith and Mrs. Stir-
ling as moderates. Mrs. Stir-
ling took conservative posi-
tions -on political clubs and
grooming regulations, but liv-
eral on curriculum.

An analysis of votes cast for
six candidates in the four-year
race, bowever, gives the lib-
eral/moderate candidates a
slight edge.

In this race, Emmitt, Piatt

d F.J. Milliken received

584 votes and Frankel, Mrs.
Smith and Mrs. Stirling re-
ceived 2:602 votes.

Separate analysis of the
four-year race, coupled with
consideration of Mrs. Stirling’s
positions on political clubs and
grooming, is another indication
these two issues belped decide
which two candidates would
serve for four years.
