! Pelhnps no American possessed
a higher apprecmtmn or keener
knowledge of’ American ploneers
than did Theodore Roosevelt, and
it wa he. who paid a high® tribute
to the old Methodist.circuit nders,
speaking of them as ameng the
great civilizing forces 'of our ear-
Iy history. It is true the“heroism
and hardihood of 'circuit' riders
form one:of the most plcturesque
contributions to our Amencan
history. v

The cirbuit rider came to Farme
ington very early in its (history.
He came over the hills on his
strong limbed horse preachmg his
vigorous Gospel in the' newly
formed settlement., In|his saddle
bags he carried the preﬂoué Word
of God and his fe\\ P rsonal be-
longings.

As early as 1828 the Irsta \Ietb-
odist circuit rider appeared in
Farmington. His name was the
Rev. John A, Baughman, His first
serviece was held in the house of
‘Samuel Mansfield which ‘was lo-
cated ‘on the southwest guartes of
Section 27. The houss. stesd on
Powers’ avenue on the‘ property
now owned by '\ha »Francis
Knight.

This faithful pxoneer of the Gos-
pel came’to Farmington atiregu-
lar intervals “during the yeprs’ of
1828 and 1829. It was labout this
time of‘the year in 1829 that the
first Methodist society was formed
by Mr. Baughman, and the work
of the church has cuntmued to
this day, thé present !Methodist
Church being the result of the
fmthful labors of pioneers.

We f6und the Circuit' in a'low
state of religion, Our preaching
places were Farmington, Pontiac,
Waterford, Birmingham, Franklin,
Southfield, Livonia, Redford, Novi,
Gammerce Milford, East' and
West Blovmﬁeld and Auburn., We
had no Iiuse of worghip on the

t Pontiac we preached
in the court house. Methodists
were scafce there, and some who
dared to belong to us were a dis-
grace tolthe -church. Birming-
ham ditto, but at  several other
places we had-good times. At
Farmington many* young people
were' converted, one of them be-
ing E. E, Chnmbers who later be- -
came o minister and served with
great success in iestern New
York. In Bloomfield and the south
part-of Milford there was a good
iicrease in members and activ: ity.
I-got less than $200 salary, lived
with  closest- - economy, worked
hard and enjoyed life; had heaith
and a pleasant home.” :

For several vears preachmg
services Were held in homes and
in the school ‘house. Later the
services were transferred to Joel -
Bostwiek’s cooper shop, under the
ministry of the Rev. D. C. Jacokes.
This cdoper shop stood on Shia-
awssee street across - the - road
from the present home of Mr. Em-
ory Hatten. ‘

On July 4, 1840 the frame of
the first 'Methodist Church was
raised by the . faithful members,
and it stood untit destroyed by
fire in February, 1920." The ‘pres-.
ent beautiful Gothi¢ church. was
dedicated on March 15, 1922.
