Miss Wheelock was a, teacher
of high idealsiand splendid schol-
arship. The Bible was read every
morning at the opening 'of the
school followed by a fervent pray-
er and woe to the thoughtless lad
who failed to keep his head bowed
during its utterance, If he did
not he xmght|ﬁnd himself kreel-
mg on the platform by the teach-
er's side at the next mornings de-
votions. She |was a Presbyterian
and would be|called a fundamen-
talist today. {To her the Bible
was the word'of God whose every
word was inspired. She had im-
plicit faith in the great 'teacher
and was his loyal and faithful
desclple to the end.

Discipline was not lax and the
ro¢ was used when occasion de-
manded.

Here were held the annual school .

were x‘mt altogether  harmonious
affairs. There was no way to light
the room except: with the lanterns ;
that the voters might bring with
them, and'a dingy lamp or fwo.
At the best the room was very
poorly lighted:  For a number of
years one of the voters had never
failed to attend.

made to raige the salary of “the
principal from $450.00 to 5500 @0,
he used nearly an hour to bitterly
assail the extravagance of :the
school ‘board: - School law was his
hobby -and an old copy of the stat-
ute furnished his text. One night
he wag there ready to oppose most
any proposmon that might be
made.. Soon the opportunity came
and he was on:his feet with the
school law in his hand and com-
menced to read as best he could
by the jight of the one single lan-
tern near him. Some of the larg-
er boys' were there. Three or four
of them sat right behind the
speaker. Quietly one of them at-
tached a newspaper to the rear of
his long coat. - Another produced
a match. Suddenly looking around
the speaker exclaimed, “Why I am
all lit up.”
