The parade of patriots is a
recreation of the contributions
made by individuals living in
Massachusetts Bay Colony
before 1776, the year lh$ec«
laration of lndependence ‘was

signed.

Chitdren living in Kendall-
wood 1 and Calony Park subdi-
visions will be parading in gos-
tumes of Boston patriots with
floats depicting events in our
nation’s history leading up to
July 4, 1776.

‘THE PARADE IS but one of
a full day's activities planned
as part of the Kendallwook
July Fourth observance. the
only one to be held in the
Farmington Area.

Last year, 188 marchers
participated in the parade
when the theme was “*Foreign
Contributions to American
Independence.” An equal turn-
out of marchers is expected
Saturday to relive for a day
the colonial era in Boston.

The parade will assemble at
9:30 a.m. near the pump house
in Kendallwook L. At 10 a.m.

- the parade will begin north on

Thorny Brae and then west to
Peppermill.: Marchers will
proceed north on Peppermill to
Wooddale Elementary Schaol
where the parade wlll end.

For the past two months,
residents have been research-
ing American history to come
up with ideas for floats. and
costumes to enter in the pa-
rade.

They have been assisted by
Mrs. Mildred Droege, librari-
an, who arranged a special
display in the Farmington Dis-
trict Library on this year's
theme.
