1t. vanilla
1 c. heavy cream, Wwhipped
Strawberries
Blueberries
Mix together gelatin, one-
quarter cup sugar] and. salt in
medium saucepan. Beat to-
gether egg yolks and milk; stir
into gelatin mixture. Add va-
nilla bean. Place over low
heat, stirring constantly until
gelatin dissolves and mixture
thickens  slightly, | about five
minutes.
Remove from Reat, stir in
vanilla. Chill, stifring occas-
ionally, until mixture mounds
slightly when dropped from a
spoon. Remove vanilla bean.
Beat egg whites until stiff- but
not dry: gradually ad
Jmaining sugar and beat ‘yntil
very stiff. Fold mto gelatin
mixture; fold in whipped
cream.
Turn into four-cup bowl:
chill until firnt. Unmold
Garnish with sliced strawber-
ries and blueberrids. and serve
with additional fruit. Makes
