take them. How can I help her,

Dear MLL.:

According Lo a 1962 classle articte
In the American Journal of Publle
Health by Schwartz et al, your
mother is a perfect example of an
older person who does not {or will not)
comply with physiclans' prescribed
medlcation treatment, For a variety
of reasons, persons over age 75, who
llve alone, are widowed or separated
and have multiple health problems,
bave a dlfficult time adhering to a
medication routlne.

You can help your mother by tak-
ing some time (an hour or 50) to dls-
cuss her healih problem and thelr
treatment with her, <

She should return to her Jdoctor to
get written Instructions on each medi-
catlon — how, when and what to take,
She must accept the resposibllity for
her awn medleation routine, knowing
what each plil Is for.

Suggest to your mother that she as.
soclate her pill taking with certain
d such as meals, tea-

Most pharmacies have plastic con-
taloers for organizing plll taking. A
newer one, called a dosett box calen-
der, has several compartments that
dlvide each day for medication do-
sage with room for all scven days.

Lastly, explaln to your mother that
she wlll feel physically better if she
adheres to her proper medlcation
rountine.

Those good, old-fashioned, easy-off-
tops of yesteryear are at your local
drug store, Explain to your pharma-
cist what your problem is and that
there are no young children in your
home, then request the type of con-
talner that your can open easily, He
may ask you to slgn a walver, but that
Is 1o problem.

Or you can ask your doctor to write
“ehild-proof container not necessary'
on your prescription and receive
aame.

Should young children cver vislt
you, be sure to put the contalners well
away from their reach.
