‘What a shame it would be to return
home with those treasured rolls of va-
catlon pictures only to have had them
hopelessly damaged by afrport x-rays.

This potential problem has been
compounded In recent years by the In-
troduction of super fast flims which
are {ar more sensitlve to x-ray damage
than slower speed fllms.

KODAK has just announced it's new
ASA 80071600 color sllde fllm and, as
you all know, the company introduced
Kodacolor 1000 last year.

Other manufacturers have fast film,
too, none of which get along with x-ray
devices.

To add to the problem, x-rays have a
cumulative cffect on film. That Is, if
you're making -three or four plenc
stops, your flim is more likely to be
harmed by repeated x-rdylng.

Farmington Hllls residents should be
happy to know thelr water rates will be
reduced for water used as of July t.

The Detrolt Water and Sewage
Board reduced rates In March to Farm-
Ington Hills ty scven cents per 1,000
cubic feet of water used.

Each year, the board reviews its wa-
ter rates to the communitles tapped
into thelr water system, sald James
Porter, of the Oakland County Depart-
ment of Public Works water divislon.

"Based on this, the rates were re-
duced,”. Porter sald. “There is no spe-
cific reason other than the cost of ser-
vice to Farmington Hllls has de-
creased.”

Farmingten Hills City Council in
turn agreed to pass the reduction on to
Gonsumers.
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The seven cent per 1,000 cublc feet W
of water used rate decrease will be ef-
fective on all bills Lssued on'and after
Aug 1 for water used on and after July

Thirdly, exercise your travcler's
rights at the airport and request that

your (llm bypass screeatng unlts and be
visually inspected.

By arriving a few minutes early and
belng polite, you usually won't hdve
any problems with security personnel.
In many ycars of travel, I have never
}wlen refused a visual inspection of my
1tm.

By taking somo simplc precautions -
at the afrport, you can be assured that
your film, like you, will arrive home
happy and healthy from a pleasant teip.
